Who can apply?

The Marie Curie Fellowships are designed for industry (including SMEs) , universities, institutes of technology, research organisations and individuals. They support the training and mobility of researchers, within the context of promoting excellence in European Research. They are funded by the European Commission under Framework Programme 6 (FP6).
